January Minutes for the Executive Committee Meeting of Richland Section of the ACS.

As this was the first meeting of the year, the main foci of business were the 2004 proposed budget and issues concerning the 2004 local ACS Events Schedule.  Sam provided a preliminary draft of the proposed 2004 Budget and Budget items were addressed individually.   Items that generated some discussion are recounted below. 

Councilor Travel Reimbursement 

Councilor Travel Reimbursement is currently listed as a miscellaneous budget item.  It was suggested that it be listed specifically as a budget item.  

Speakers

Three speakers are currently on board for the circuit this year.  Sam suggested that Glen Crosby be the 4th in the mid February time frame. Karen volunteered to set the arrangements up at CBC.  Sam further suggested that all engagements occur at CBC to bring in a larger student attendance.  

Der Geezerfest

The allotment for the 50-year Members Meeting was raised up to $600. A discussion ensued that the meeting should be held as it’s own event -as opposed to in tandem with other events.  The general feeling was that other events shortened this honorary and the older members, who often brought their wives and family, were let down by this de-emphasis.  The meeting will be held some time in October.

Mini Symposium

The Mini Symposium will be held after May 7th at CBC.  Karen Grant will be acting as Chair and the Janet as the Chair Elect for the event.  The proposed budget was raised to $1000.

Student Affiliates 

A discussion concerning the Student Affiliates budget (proposed $1000) ensued.  The monies are usually used to help send students to the ACS National Meetings.  Janet suggested that a formal package be submitted for this activity and that this in turn would help for the year-end reporting activity.  

NORM

Tim Hubler listed the future locations of the NORM symposia:

2004  Logan, Utah 

2005 Fairbanks, Alaska

2006 Reno Nevada

2007 Open (but decision is between Richland Washington and Boise Idaho)

2008 Provost, Utah

2009 Puget Sound

For the 2007 NORM meeting, the Richland Section needs to decide whether to hold the meeting here in Richland or in Boise Idaho and a bid proposal needs to be prepared.  Karen Grant said she had an old bid package that could be used as a reference.  

Tim related that a Boise group is trying to put together their own local ACS Section and the NORM meeting could be a kickoff for that activity.  

Tim also asked for some help for the 2007 NORM Meeting.

Motions were made and seconded for Tim to serve as the General Chair, and Sam as the Technical Program Chair.  Other positions will be voted on in subsequent meetings.

300$ was allotted in the Budget for NORM 2007 planning.

Project SEED

Project SEED was the last topic of conversation.  Asopuru Okemgbo from WSU (Tri Cities) explained the SEED project was an opportunity for one or two motivated, low-income students to do carry out a directed research project. Asopuru indicated that Battelle would donate one dollar for every two dollars raised for this effort. He also suggested that $2000 would cover the research and expenses cost for two students.   

The Board approved $500 but wanted more information on the selection process and Sam suggested that some proposal package be submitted before making further and final commitments. 

The final projected budget is attached as an Excel worksheet.  Also included are the 2002 final budget and the 2003 not-quite final budget.
