Sam Bryan had prepared an agenda for the Meeting, which focused on planned and planning for upcoming events.
· Janet Bryant did not attend but had previously sent an e-mail indicating that the FY03 Annual Report had been submitted on time. 

· Jeff Woodward indicated that the Auditors Report had been completed by Gerald Young (Professor Emeritus-EOU).  In general the ACS books were found to be in good order. The formal letter sent from the auditor is attached below as a PDF file.
Jeff Woodward also announced that the requested 10% allotment had been received from ACS headquarters and deposited into the Richland Local Section’s account. 

Jeff also wanted to bring to attention that this year Portland is the host-city for the Intel International Science and Engineering Fair (Intel ISEF).  The Intel ISEF brings together over 1,200 students from 40 nations to compete for scholarships, tuition grants, internships, scientific field trips and the grand prize: $50,000 college scholarship and a high-performance computer.  The fair will be held May 9th-15th.   Anna Cavinato will be a judge at the fair.
· Steve Kogsrud, who had once again delivered the Quarterly Letter on time and in great shape, is now looking for new material for the April 7th edition.
· The second ACS Tour Speaker, Walter Klemperer will give a talk: Self-Assembled Inorganic Monolayers; Coordination Chemistry in Two Dimensions, on April 22nd.
On October 19th, John Fortman will give a talk: Demonstrations of Everyday Applications of Chemistry, in La Grand, OR.
· The 50 year members award/celebration had been scheduled for April.  Sam recognized this was during Spring Break and the date was changed to April 14th.   The 50 yr members award presentation will be held at the CREHST Museum along with the Smithsonian Exhibit, Yesterdays Tomorrows.  
· Tom Jones and Tim Hubler each attended the Leadership Conference.
Tom’s main take-home message was that there was a large effort at the Conference to foster Project Seed activities.  The Local Section Executive Committee appears a bit tentative on how to proceed with such ventures.  This harkens back to the last two meetings wherein Project Seed has been discussed.

· Michelle Mandis attended the meeting.  Michelle was representing the Certified Hazardous Materials Managers (CHMM) and was interested in having this group join in the ACS/AICHE picnic.
