· The Minutes from the May Meeting were approved a by Dick Hermens and that motion seconded by Jeff Woodford.

· Sam Bryan had prepared an agenda for the Meeting, which focused on planned and planning for upcoming events.  The Meeting agenda is attached.
· The next News Letter will be issued in September.

· Sam was to ask Steve Krogsrud if all issues for the June 18th, 2004 ACS/AICHE/CHMM group Picnic at Leslie Groves Park were settled.
· The third ACS Tour Speaker, Ken Kolb will give a talk on 9/15/04 at 4:30 in the Battelle auditorium.  The talk will be on glass chemistry and is titled “Glass: Its Many Facets”. 
· On October 19th, 2004, John Fortman will give a talk: Demonstrations of Everyday Applications of Chemistry, The talk will be held at 7:30 at Eastern Oregon University in the new Science auditorium in La Grand, OR.
· The Northwest Regional Board met at the June 2004 Northwest Regional Meeting (NORM) in Logan, UT. Tim and other organizing members had proposed the event be held at The Boise Center on the Grove in Boise.  The bid to have the Meeting in Logan in 2007 was accepted.
· The NORM 2005 is in Fairbanks, Alaska and NORM 2006 is in Reno, Nevada.
· Jeff Woodford suggested that a new account be set up for the NORM 2007 Meeting  Two signatures would be required on receipts.  One signature would need to be Tim Hubler’s for the insurance to be valid.
· The Local Section of the ACS has had a booth at the Science Carnival held by the Confederated Tribes of the Umatilla Indian Reservation for the past few years.  John Cox who runs the event sent a letter of appreciation to the ACS for its support for the event.  
· It was mentioned that Jon Cox be sent an Award of Excellent for his consistent work as Advisor for the Cay Uma Wa AISES. 
· Milt Campbell suggested that the awards could be obtained from the Local Section Office had the award.
· The issue of entertaining Tour Speakers, etc. was brought up.  Sam said he liked the arrangement at the Sundance Grill.  Dick Hermens expressed that currently we operated the meetings and dinners under a “Cast System” wherein only those that could afford the meal ticket could go to dinner.  This tended to leave out most of the students.  Dick suggested that the whole idea is to promote interaction of students with the speaker, and moved that we budget a subsidy of 15$ per student to attend the dinners up to a total of 225$ annual.  
· The motion was seconded and approved.

· Anna had a question to Jeff Woodford.  Jeff asked the Executive Committee. 600$ has been budgeted for the Women in Minority Affairs activities.  Ann can use that money when she is ready to. 

· A final issue concerning Project SEED.  Mr. Asopuru Okemgbo had been corresponding with Sam Bryan to receive ACS support.  The decision of the Executive Committee, in Mr. Okemgbo’s presence, that some guidelines be set up to establish a working Project SEED seems to have fallen on deaf ears.  In a first email Mr. Okemgbo flat out asked for a check, to which Sam replied that he had chosen ACS board members for a steering committee and mentioned that this process had to be observed prior to any checks being written.  The Steering Committee chosen consists of Tim Hubler, Janet Bryant, Sam Bryan, Tom Jones, and Dick Hermens.
· Tim Hubler reiterated Sam’s statements in a second letter to Mr. Okemgbo and suggested that he attend this Meeting.  Mr. Okemgbo response in turn suggested that he was dumbfounded at this whole set of events.  He did not attend the meeting this evening.  
· The Executive Committee moved and approved to table Project Seed for Mr. Okemgbo.

· After some discussion a motion was passed to find out more about Project Seed.  The activity seems to be one the Section should support.

· Meetings are canceled for the months of July and August.
