National Chemistry Week and the Family Affair activities will occur in November.  Richard Lucke is again supporting the Family Affair and passed around an enrollment sheet for help running the Section booth.  Some recruitment options included:
Michelle Landis’ Group, the Chemical Engineering Group, CBC students, and EOU students.

Steve indicated that the Boy Scout Merit Badge in Chemistry activity would be held at CBC October 30th and November 6th.  Karen Grant said she would help with facilities at CBC.

Janet talked about the ChemLuminary Awards Ceremony at the ACS Fall Meeting in Philadelphia.  The Section was a finalist for three awards: ACS Award for Outstanding Performance by a Local Section, Best Overall Local Women Chemists Committee Activities, and Most Innovative Recognition of Women in the Chemical Sciences. The Section accepted the Award for the Most Innovative Recognition of Women in the Chemical Sciences. 
Milt offered that the women involved should have a picture in the next Section Newsletter for their achievement.
Anna talked a bit about her National Chemistry Week Girls in Science activities.  This year the effort will be an interdisciplinary one including chemistry, biology biomedical, anthropology, etc. Girls in the 6-8th grades will be involved.  There was some concern of over attendance, as last year’s activity was so popular.
· On October 19th, 2004, John Fortman will give a talk: Demonstrations of Everyday Applications of Chemistry, The talk will be held at 7:30 at Eastern Oregon University in the new Science auditorium in La Grand, OR.  Dinner arrangements still need to be made.  
· The third ACS Tour Speaker, Ken Kolb will give a talk on 9/15/04 at 4:30 in the Battelle auditorium.  The talk will be on glass chemistry and is titled “Glass: Its Many Facets”.  It was decided that dinner would be at Cedars. 
· The TriCity Herald had a write-up on Project Seed. Apparently, Mr. Asopuru Okemgbo had entered two students.  Remarks from the group were that the students had not been mentored properly in the laboratory.  Milt made the comment that ACS Headquarters should not be funding projects in our Section without the Section’s knowledge.

· Again the general feeling was that the Project Seed activity seems to be one the Section should support.

· Janet suggested that Royce Aiken should receive some recognition for the 10 years he has run the Chemistry Olympiad.  Sam suggested a wine and cheese award ceremony would be appropriate and maybe should include Jon Karchesey and John Cox.
· Tim Hubler recounted NORM 2007 affairs and said that fundraising efforts needed to begin.  He said a logo was needed for the meeting and suggested that a student competition be held to develop the logo.  Sam thought that it might be appropriate to combine the Actinide Separations Conference somehow with NORM 2007.  He thought that this would raise overall interest and attendance. 
· Janet said she would help with minority affairs issues at NORM 2007.

· The NORM 2005 is in Fairbanks, Alaska and NORM 2006 is in Reno, Nevada.
