The March membership meeting will feature Dr. Suzanne Lomax, who will speak on
the Application of Chemistry to Examination of Art.

ecently, art curators have
begun to appreciate
the contributions

that scientists can make in
the preservation and resto-
ration of the art objects. At
present, about a dozen mu-
seums in the United States
have conservation science
departments. Art conserva-
tion frequently requires spe-
cific information about the
component materials of a
painting or object prior to treat-
ment. Due to the complex stratifi-
cation of paintings, for example,
most questions that arise concern
the nature of their components.
Microscopic cross sections of a
painting are frequently taken and
viewed with the polarizing micro-
scope to understand the different
layers that make up the object.
Pigment identification is fre-
quently employed to determine if
the pigments are in keeping with
the time period of the object, as
well as to understand the artist’s

materials and methods. Such
techniques as po-
larized light micros-
copy, X-ray diffrac-
tion or fluores-
cence, gas chroma-
tography (GC),
high-performance
liquid chromatogra-
phy (HPLC), and in-
frared spectroscopy
are used to charac-
terize the pigment,
binder, and varnish layers. In ad-
dition, infrared reflectography is
frequently used to examine the
underdrawing on a painting. This
talk will focus on the application
of these various techniques to the
examination of paintings and
sculpture. Examples will be pre-
sented from the National Gallery
of Art collection.

About the Speaker: Suzanne
Quillen Lomax received a Ph.D in
organic chemistry in 1984 from
the University of Maryland, work-

ing with Patrick Mariano explor-
ing the photochemisty of iminium
salts. She then went to North-
western University, where she
performed postdoctoral research
with Frederick Lewis, examining
intermolecular photoaddition re-
actions. Dr. Lomax has been in
the Scientific Research Depart-
ment of the National Gallery of Art,
in Washington, D.C., since 1986.
Her areas of interest include the
identification of synthetic organic
pigments and modern paint bind-
ers. In addition, she has per-
formed extensive analyses on tra-
ditional 15th and 16th century art-
ists’ paint binders.
