energy.
• Many amendments fell off table. (Vote-

arama)

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The Energy Bill - 2002

• The provisions of S.1766, the Energy Policy Act, 
were incorporated in S. Amdt. 2917, as proposed 
for consideration in the Senate. S. Amdt. 2917 was 
amended on the floor and agreed to as a substitute 
amendment to S. 517, formerly the National 
Laboratories Partnership Improvement Act. S. 
517, the Energy Policy Act, as amended, was 
subsequently incorporated in H.R. 4 and H.R. 4
passed the Senate in lieu of S. 517.
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Energy Policy Act of 2003 
Provisions

• Energy Reduction Goals (All Versions)
– 2% per year from 2004 to 2013 (H.R.6 - 2001 Baseline)

• Metering of Energy Use (All)
– All federal buildings by 2010

• Revised Federal Building Energy Efficiency 
Standards (New Buildings) (All)

• Procurement of Energy Efficient Products (All)
– Requires purchasing Energy Star of FEMP designated 

products
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Energy Policy Act of 2003 
Provisions

• ESPC
– Sunset repeal (All)
– Replacement facilities and mobility (S.14)
– DOE report to Congress (ALL)
– Includes water in definition of energy saving 

(All)
• Utility Energy Services Contracts (H.R.6 and 

S.14)
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Energy Policy Act of 2003 
Provisions

• Federal Energy Bank (S.517)
– A fund within Treasury Department from which 

Federal agencies could borrow money for investment in 
energy efficiency projects.

• Emerging Technologies
– Requires each Federal agency report to Congress within 

one year and at least every five years necessary changes 
to regulations to remove barriers to market entry for 
energy-efficient technologies and processes.

• Passing S.517 (2002 Bill) was a very 

positive step forward
• No guarantees that an Energy Bill will reach 

the President’s desk this year.

4 . Energy Policy Act of 2003 (Engrossed Amendment as Agreed to by 
Senate)[H.R.6.EAS]
