As indicated in the notice below, which was posted April 26, 2010 on the NIH SBIR/STTR News Flash 
Page (http://grants.nih.gov/grants/funding/sbirsttr_news.htm#20100204), Congress has extended the 
SBIR/STTR Programs until July 31, 2010: 
 
Congress Again Extends SBIR/STTR Programs (Through July 31, 2010) 
 
Congress has again extended the SBIR and STTR programs “as is” through July 31, 2010. This extension 
affects ten of the eleven agencies (including NIH) that participate in SBIR. DoD’s programs were 
previously extended through September 30, 2010, as part of the National Defense Authorization Act for 
Fiscal Year 2010 and are not affected by this recent extension.
