This position will be YAHSGS’ lead for the field testing of geophysical techniques and characterization of a prototype buried vertical pipe unit that simulates the units at the DOE Hanford 618-10/11 burial grounds. YAHSGS’ general technical approach has been formulated and the actual testing will be carried out by vendors. The project manager will lead the vendor procurements, plan and integrate all vendor activities, integrate those activities with the prime contractor to provide a basis for the prime contractor’s remediation activities, and manage the planning and execution of all characterization activities prior to remediation, during remediation, and following remediation.
