FY 2008 Proposals

Review of Phase I proposal is complete and funding recommendations have been made. Project directors who submitted proposals should have received word via phone or e-mail about their recommendations. If you submitted a FY 2008 Phase I proposal and have not been informed about the status of your proposal, contact us at sbir@csrees.usda.gov. Information about the recommendation status of a proposal will be made available only to the project directors and/or authorized organizational officials. Information about new grantees will be posted on our abstracts page as soon as awards are made official, around May 1.
FY 2009 Phase I Request for Applications

The next USDA–SBIR Request for Applications (RFA) is tentatively scheduled to be released early June 2008, with a closing date of September 4, 2008, for Phase I proposals. All FY 2009 proposals must be submitted electronically through Grants.gov.  Note that the registration process for submitting applications electronically can take as much as one month to complete, and registration must be finished prior to submitting a proposal.  If you intend to submit an application, you need not wait until the RFA is published but can begin the registration process immediately at www.grants.gov. 

--  SBIR Proposal Writing Tip:  Embrace Commercialization

SBIR Proposal Writing Basics:  Embrace Commercialization Before Submitting a Phase I Proposal to NSF

“Commercialization?  Oh yeah, that’s something our company starting thinking about the last month of a Phase II SBIR project.  We’re too busy with the science and R&D to worry about it before then.”  

Is that your attitude?  If so, a simple word of advice:  do not plan to submit a Phase I proposal to National Science Foundation.  That’s because NSF is elevating its expectations about your commercialization plan in even a Phase I proposal.

Here are two ways NSF is requiring you to have a commercialization focus on a Phase I proposal you want them to fund.  

First, the latest NSF Phase I solicitation requires that you include in your Phase I proposal a Commercial Potential section.  This section should be 3 to 5 pages long, and cover things like market potential, competition, barriers to competing technologies, and a plan to finance commercialization of your innovation. 

Second, that same solicitation requires that you include at least one (and preferably three) letters of support for the technology.  Don’t get confused—they are not looking for letters from techhies saying what a wonderful research project you are planning.  NSF is seeking letters which, and we quote, “demonstrate that the company has initiated dialog with relevant stakeholders (potential customers, strategic partners or investors) for the proposed innovation and that a real business opportunity may exist should the technology prove feasible.”  Put another way, NSF expects you to go out and strike up a dialog with potential commercialization partners, and get their concurrence about the commercialization potential of your innovation, before you submit the Phase I proposal.  We conclude that NSF wants to feel comfortable that your Phase I research is focused on solving a market need, rather than satisfying your scientific curiosity and later trying to find someone who’d buy it.

In case you’re not yet convinced that you have to send NSF a Phase I proposal that has strong commercialization potential, let us add one point:  NSF is now using commercialization experts on Phase I proposal review teams, and these folks can quickly sniff out a proposal where the commercialization discussion is no more than lip service or wishful thinking.  We know this first hand, having served on a Phase I NSF review panel this month.  

So let’s close with a few words of advice if you’re planning to submit a Phase I proposal to NSF for its June or December 2008 deadlines.

First, if you are not committed to commercializing your project, then don’t bother to submit a proposal to NSF.  There are 10 other agencies making SBIR awards, and perhaps one of the others might be more supportive of your proposed project--but don’t bet on it, since all 11 SBIR agencies are increasingly focused on commercialization.

Second, you need to be thinking about commercialization, and the market place, BEFORE you decide to submit a Phase I proposal.  You will need to convince commercialization experts that your project has potential in the market place.  You will need time to do market research, contact potential commercialization partners, and get one or more of them to write letters of support for your proposal.

Third, if you don’t have commercialization expertise on your team, recognize this shortfall and solve it.  Do not try to “fake it,” assuming you can snow the NSF commercialization reviewers with smoke blowing, hand waving, and Dilbert-like acronyms and mumbo jumbo.  You may find inexpensive or even free commercialization help from Small Business Development Centers, individual state SBIR outreach programs, Manufacturing Extension Programs, business incubators, university entrepreneurship classes, and others.  

So, if you were thinking of addressing commercialization in the last month of your Phase II effort, you will need to adjust your schedule a bit, and move that critically important task forward about 36 months sooner on your timeline.  This may even justify changing how your company approaches the SBIR program:  you may want to focus on identifying needs in the market place, then confirming they are large enough to be markets, and then seeking creative solutions to those needs that can be explored in a Phase I feasibility study.  Now that’s being innovative in how you approach the Small Business Innovation Research program…
