--  DoD SBIR 2010.1 Solicitation and SITIS 
 
The Department of Defense (DoD) 2010.1 SBIR Solicitation opened for receipt of proposals on December 
10, 2009.  The closing date of this solicitation is January 13, 2010.  As indicated on the DoD SBIR/STTR 
website (http://www.acq.osd.mil/osbp/sbir/solicitations/sbir101/index.htm): 
 
“For reasons of competitive fairness, direct communication between proposers and topic authors is not 
allowed starting December 10, when DoD begins accepting proposals for this solicitation. However, 
proposers may still submit written questions through the SBIR Interactive Topic Information System 
(SITIS), in which the questioner and respondent remain anonymous and all questions and answers are 
posted electronically for general viewing. No direct contact between proposers and the topic authors is 
allowed. Written questions to SITIS must be submitted via the Internet at www.dodsbir.net/sitis.  
 
Questions are limited to technical information related to improving the understanding of a particular topic's 
requirements; any other questions, such as those asking for advice or guidance on solution approach, will 
not receive a response. Locate the topic to which you want to submit a technical question by using the 
SITIS Quick Scan feature on this website. Then, using the form at the bottom of the topic description page, 
enter and submit your question. Answers are generally posted within seven working days of question 
submission. (Answers will also be emailed directly to the inquirer if the inquirer provides an e-mail 
address.) 
 
The SITIS service for this solicitation opens on November 12, 2009 and closes to new questions on 
December 30, 2009. All questions and answers will be posted from November 12, 2009 through January 
13, 2010. All proposers are advised to monitor SITIS during the solicitation period for questions and 
answers, and other information relevant to the topic under which they are proposing.”

STTR solicitation 2010.A will be publicly released on the DoD SBIR/STTR Web Site 
(http://www.acq.osd.mil/sadbu/sbir) on Jan 25, 2010. The 2010.A STTR Solicitation will open for receipt 
of proposals on Feb 23, 2010 and will close at 6:00 AM EASTERN TIME, Mar 24, 2010.  
 
Two DoD components will participate in the STTR 2010.A solicitation - the Department of the Army, and 
the Department of the Navy. The solicitation lists all the R&D topics under which DoD is seeking 
proposals, and also contains detailed information on the parameters of the STTR program and how to 
submit a proposal. Small firms and research institutions apply first for a phase I award not to exceed 
$100,000 and one year, to test the scientific, technical, and commercial merit of a particular concept. If 
phase I proves successful, the firm may be invited to apply for a phase II award not to exceed $750,000 for 
up to 24 months, to further develop the concept.
