The National Science Foundation (NSF) is now accepting proposals for the second set of topics of the FY 2000 SBIR/STTR Solicitation.  The opening date for proposals for Biotechnology and Electronics was October 1, 2000, and the closing date is January 4, 2001.

Phase I of the NSF SBIR/STTR Solicitation will only be available through the Internet.  Printed copies of the solicitation will not be distributed. --  DoD FY01.1 SBIR Solicitation is now available

On October 2, 2000, the Department of Defense (DoD) issued the FY01.1 SBIR Solicitation for public release. DoD will begin accepting proposals on December 1, 2000.  The deadline for receipt of proposals at the DoD Components by 3:00 p.m. local time is January 10, 2001.  

On September 20, 2000, the Commerce Business Daily printed the following announcement:

Small high-technology firms are encouraged to submit proposals to DoD for R&D projects with both military and commercial applications in response to SBIR Solicitation 01.1, which will be publicly released on the DoD SBIR Web Site (http://www.acq.osd.mil/sadbu/sbir) on October 2, 2000.  DoD will begin accepting proposals in response to this solicitation on December 1, 2000.  

Eight DoD components will participate in the 01.1 solicitation: Department of the Navy, Department of the Air Force, Defense Advanced Research Projectsa Agency (DARPA), ballistic Missiles Defense Organization (BMDO), Defense Threat Reduction Agency (DTRA), National Imagery and Mapping Agency (NIMA), Chemical Biological Defense Program (CBD) and the US Special Operations Command (SOCOM). 

The solicitation will list all the R&D topics under which DoD is seeking proposals, and will also contain detailed information on the parameters of the SBIR program and how to submit a proposal.  Small firms apply first for a six-month Phase I award of $60,000 to $100,000 to test the scientific, technical, and commercial merits of a particular concept.  Proposals are limited to 25 pages in length. 

If Phase I proves successful, the firm may be invited to apply for a two-year Phase II award of $500,000 to $750,000 to further develop the concept, usually to the prototype stage.   On October 2, 2000, DoD will also publicly release on the DoD SBIR Web site, the names of SBIR solicitation topic authors names and phone numbers.  This will give small companies an opportunity to ask technical questions about specific solicitation topics before they submit a proposal. 

Once DoD begins accepting proposals on December 1, 2000, telephone questions will no longer be accepted.  Phase I proposals are to be submitted to the address designated in the solicitation and must arrive not later than 3:00 PM local time, at the addressee's organization on January 10, 2001.  A hard copy of the solicitation will be mailed automatically to all firms registered with SBIR Support Services as of October 1, 2000.  To register, call SBIR Support Services at 800-382-4634.  Hard copies and/or electronic copies of the solicitation will also be available from SBIR Support Services (800-382-4634) after October 1, 2000. 

The DoD SBIR web site provides the following useful information regarding the solicitation topics:

Solicitation topics for the participating DoD Components -- CDB, Navy, Air Force, DARPA, BMDO, DTRA, SOCOM, and NIMA. The solicitation topics are the R&D areas under which the DoD Components are seeking proposals. These files also contain the Component-specific instructions and list of DoD scientists and engineers who authored the solicitation topics ("Topic Authors"). 

Important Note: Between October 2 and November 30, 2000, you may talk directly with the Topic Authors to ask technical questions about the topics. Their names, phone numbers, and e-mail addresses are listed within each solicitation topic above. 

For reasons of competitive fairness, direct communication between proposers and topic authors is not allowed after November 30, when DoD begins accepting proposals for this solicitation.  However, proposers may still submit written questions about solicitation topics through the SBIR/STTR Interactive Topic Information System (SITIS), in which the questioner and respondent remain anonymous and all questions and answers are posted electronically for general viewing until the solicitation closes.  All proposers are advised to monitor SITIS (01.1 Q&A) during the solicitation period for questions and answers, and other significant information, relevant to the SBIR 01.1 topic under which they are proposing. 

Proposal Cover Sheet and Company Commercialization Report -- Starting with this solicitation, your SBIR Proposal Cover Sheet (formerly, "Appendix A and B") and Company Commercialization Report must be submitted electronically through the DoD SBIR/STTR Electronic Submission Web Site http://www.dodsbir.net/submission/, as described in Sections 3.4b and 3.4n of the program solicitation.
