The primary award mechanism will be the grant instrument. The average dollar amount of Phase II awards (composed of direct costs, indirect costs, and fixed fee) to be issued to continue the research or R&D efforts initiated in Phase I, is estimated to be approximately $750,000 for SBIR awards and $500,000 for STTR awards.

The receipt dates for both SBIR and STTR applications are April 1, August 1, and December 1, 2001.  Applications to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention may be submitted only on the December 1, 2001 receipt date.  CDC and FDA do not participate in the STTR program.
