--  SBIR Program Reauthorized!

On December 15th, Congress passed the SBIR reauthorization legislation as part of the 2001 Omnibus Appropriations bill.  This will extend the SBIR program through federal fiscal year 2008.  Key SBIR provisions of the legislation include:  a new mentoring program targeted to small firms in areas of the country which have been less active and less successful in the program; an annual reporting requirement on the SBIR program; and improved SBA reporting and data base requirements.

--  DOEd FY 2001 Solicitation Release Date and Topics

The Department of Education (DOEd) FY 2001 Phase I solicitation will be released on January 26, 2001 FY 2001.  Proposals will be due April 18, 2001.  DOEd has announced that FY 2001Phase I SBIR award levels will be increased to $60,000.  The Phase I Topics for this solicitation appear below:

Office of Elementary and Secondary Education 

The following two (2) topics support innovative research and development of technologies that contribute to safe and orderly learning environments in schools. 

1.    Development of Innovative Technology and/or Devices, for Use in Schools to Detect Guns and Other Weapons in a Non-Obtrusive Manner.

3.    Development of Technology for Access and Success for Students and Adults with Disabilities in Education and the Workplace, with a Focus on the Built or Electronic/Information Environments. 

4.    Research on Improving the Sensory or Motor Health and Functional Status of Individuals with Disabilities of All Ages. 

5.    Development of Assistive Technology to Improve the Functional Ability of Students and Adults with Disabilities. 

6.    Development of Technologies to Improve the Transition from School-to-Work and Employment for Students and Adults with Disabilities. 

7.    Research in Positive Behavioral Supports and Independent Living/Community Integration to Allow Individuals with Emotional, Behavioral, or Life Support Needs to Participate in Educational, Vocational, and Everyday Life Activities. 

8.    Research on Technologies or Strategies for All Aspects of Early Intervention in Infants, Toddlers, and Small Children. 

9.    Research, Development, or Outcome Measurements in Cross-Cutting Disability and Rehabilitation Related Technologies and Software. 

Office of Vocational and Adult Education 

10.    Development of Instructional Materials and/or Assessment Instruments that will Assist Secondary Teachers in Teaching and Documenting Student Achievement in One (1) of Five (5) Career Clusters with Established Standards.

arts, a/v technology and communication 

health science 

information technology 

manufacturing 

transportation, distribution and logistics 

Office of Educational Research and Improvement

--  DoD STTR Pre-Solicitation Announcement 

The following pre-solicitation announcement regarding the Department of Defense FY 2001 STTR solicitation appeared in the December 18 issue of the Commerce Business Daily: 

Small high-technology firms are encouraged to submit proposals to DoD for R&D projects with both military and commercial applications in response to STTR solicitation 2001 which will be publicly released on the DoD SBIR Web Site (http://www.acq.osd.mil/sadbu/sbir) on January 2, 2001.  DoD will begin accepting proposals in response to this solicitation on March 1, 2001.  Five DoD components will participate in the STTR 2001 solicitation - the Departments of the Army, Navy and Air Force; the Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency (DARPA) and the Ballistic Missile Defense Organization (BMDO). 

The solicitation will list all the R&D topics under which DoD is seeking proposals, and will also contain detailed information on the parameters of the STTR Program and how to submit a proposal.  Small firms apply first for a six-month phase I award of $60,000 to $100,000 to test the scientific, technical, and commercial merit of a particular concept.  Proposals are limited to 25 pages in length. If phase I proves successful, the firm may be invited to apply for a two-year phase II award of $400,000 to $500,000 to further develop the concept, usually to the prototype stage.  

On January 2, 2001, DoD will also publicly release on the DoD SBIR Web Site (http://www.acq.osd.mil/sadbu/sbir) the names of the SBIR solicitation topic authors and their phone numbers.  This will give small companies an opportunity to ask technical questions about specific solicitation topics by telephone before they submit a proposal.  Once DoD begins accepting proposals on March 1, 2001 such telephone questions will no longer be accepted.  

Phase I proposals are to be submitted to the addressees designated in the solicitation, and must arrive no later than 3:00 P.M. local time, at the addressee's organization, on April 11, 2001.  A hard copy of the solicitation will be mailed automatically to all firms registered with SBIR Support Services. 

To register, call SBIR Support Services at 800-382-4634.  Hard copies and/or electronic copies of the solicitation will also be available from SBIR Support Services (800-382-4634).  Small firms participating in the SBIR program retain patent rights and technical data rights, in accord with Public Law 97-219 and Public Law 102-564. Participation in the DoD SBIR Program is restricted to small business firms organized for profit with 500 or fewer employees, including all affiliated firms."

--  SBIR Proposal Writing Tip of the Month

SBIR Proposal Writing Basics:  Agreements with Subcontractors, Consultants, and Employees.

You know that there will be plenty of paperwork between you and the government when you negotiate and sign the contract or grant to start your SBIR project.  But what about the paperwork that should exist between you and those who will be working for you on this project?  While we are not attorneys and don’t want to delve into all the nitty-gritty details of such agreements, we do want to make suggestions as to what you include in them.

With your employees, and in particular with the person who will be serving as your principal investigator on the SBIR project, you need to have an employment agreement that stipulates several things.  First, it should indicate what, if any, rights the employee has to intellectual property that they create during the course of their work on the SBIR project.  It also should include non-disclosure expectations, so the employee doesn’t give away your farm to some competitor, and a non-compete clause so that they don’t try to set up their own farm based on the SBIR work they did for you. 

This latter clause may include a stipulation that the employee agrees that ownership of the SBIR project lies with your firm, and not with employee, should he or she decide to leave part way through the project and try to take it with them.  This employment agreement may also indicate that the employee understands that they are to maintain accurate and complete time sheets, which will be required for any SBIR project.  

Your agreements with your subcontractors or consultants should be more encompassing.  First, they should clearly state the role of the sub or consultant on the SBIR project (which should be consistent with what you said they’d do in the proposal).  It should clarify the dollar amount to be paid, and the terms under which it will be paid (e.g., based on consultant’s submission of a suitable and accurate invoice and then paid within 30 days of receipt thereof).  Clarify that the sub or consultant is an “independent contractor,” which helps prevent the IRS from coming back later and claiming that they were really employees of your firm and that you should have withheld payroll taxes from their compensation.  

As with the employment agreement, have stipulations about non-disclosure, non-compete, and ownership of intellectual property.  Be sure to also include a “flow through” clause that requires the sub or consultant to abide by all the rules and regs that you (as the prime contractor) are subjected to under your SBIR contract or grant—if you don’t have this clause, you may not be able to force them to comply with certain government requirements even though the Feds are telling you that you must get their compliance.  

Try to get the employment agreement in place when you hire the person, or at least before the SBIR project begins (you may want to check with your attorney about any state labor laws that influence when you can ask the employee to sign such an agreement).  Likewise, get the agreement with the subcontractor/consultant when they agree to participate in the project, or at least before you sign the SBIR contract or grant.  If you wait until a conflict or problem arises, it can be a lot tougher to negotiate the agreement that you need to protect your interests.
