This is just a reminder that the deadline for receipt of proposals for the FY2000.2 SBIR Solicitation is 3:00 p.m. local time at the Department of Defense Components.  Don't forget that your SBIR Proposal Cover Sheet and Company Commercialization Report must be submitted electronically through the DOD SBIR/STTR Electronic Submission Web Site www.dodsbir.net/submission, as described in Sections 3.4b and 3.4n of the program solicitation.  

Before you submit your proposal, it would be a good idea to review the following proposal tips one more time:

-  Read and follow all instructions contained in the solicitation, including the instructions in Section 8.0 of the DoD component to which you are applying. 

 -  Use the free technical information services from DTIC and other information assistance organizations (Section 7.1 - 7.4). 

-  Mark proprietary information as instructed in Sec. 5.6. 

-  Limit your proposal to 25 pages (excluding Company Commercialization Report). 

-  Use a type size no smaller than 12 pitch or 11 point. 

-  Register your firm on the DoD Electronic Submission Web Site (http://www.dodsbir.net/submission) and, as instructed on the Web Site, prepare a Proposal Cover Sheet and Company Commercialization Report to be included in your proposal.
