The National Science Foundation FY2001 SBIR/STTR Phase I Solicitation for the topics of electronics and biotechnology is now open.  NSF has formulated four broad solicitation topics for SBIR/STTR that conform to the high-technology investment sector's interest.  Proposals for the topics of Advanced Materials and Manufacturing Systems and Information-Based Technologies were due June 12, 2001.  Proposals for Biotechnology Electronics must be submitted by Jan. 17, 2002 (but not before December 17, 2001).

--  DOD 2002.1 SBIR Solicitation now available

On October 1, 2001, the Department of Defense (DoD) 2002.1 SBIR Solicitation was issued for public release.  On December 3, 2001, DoD will begin accepting proposals.  The deadline for receipt of proposals at the DoD components is January 16, 2002.  The solicitation is available at http://www.acq.osd.mil/sadbu/sbir/solicitations/solicit.htm or http://www.sbirsttr.com/current/current.htm. 

Between October 1 and November 30, 2001, you may talk directly with the Topic Authors to ask technical questions about the topics. Their names, phone numbers, and e-mail addresses are listed within each solicitation topic above. For reasons of competitive fairness, direct communication between proposers and topic authors is not allowed after November 30, when DoD begins accepting proposals for this solicitation. 

However, proposers may still submit written questions about solicitation topics through the SBIR/STTR Interactive Topic Information System (SITIS), in which the questioner and respondent remain anonymous and all questions and answers are posted electronically for general viewing until the solicitation closes. All proposers are advised to monitor SITIS (02.1 Q&A) during the solicitation period for questions and answers, and other significant information, relevant to the SBIR 02.1 topic under which they are proposing. The DoD SBIR web site is not featuring a solicitation topic search mechanism for the SBIR 2002.1 solicitation, however, the following information may help you navigate through the hundreds of DoD solicitation topics now available:
