One original and 6 additional copies of the application must be received by 5:00 p.m. EST on Tuesday, January 14, 2003.

DOC NOAA FY 2003 SBIR:

The deadline for Phase I proposal receipt (6 copies) at the Contract Administration Branch is noon (EST) on January 15, 2003.

DOC NIST FY 2003 SBIR:

The deadline for Phase I proposal receipt (4 copies) is 3:00 p.m. on January 15, 2003.

DoD 2003.1 SBIR:

The deadline for electronic receipt of proposals is 5:00 p.m. EST, January 15, 2003 and is 5:00 p.m. EST at the DoD Component, January 15, 2003 for mailed or hand carried proposal submission.  Each proposal must be prepared on the DoD Electronic Submission Web Site at www.dodsbir.net/submission.  Refer to the Component instructions in Section 8.0 for details on whether the entire proposal must be submitted electronically via the Web Site or proposal packages should be mailed or hand carried with hard copy print outs of the proposal cover sheets and Company Commercialization Reports created on the Web Site.

--  DoD 2003 STTR Solicitation Released

The Department of Defense 2003 STTR solicitation was issued for public release on January 2, 2003.  The presolicitation notice that was posted on the Federal Business Opportunities (FedBizOpps.gov) web site on December 23 is partially reprinted below for your information:

Small high-technology firms, working with a research institution, are encouraged to submit proposals to DoD for R&D projects with both military and commercial applications in response to STTR solicitation 2003 which will be publicly released on the DoD SBIR Web Site (http://www.acq.osd.mil/sadbu/sbir) on January 2, 2003. DoD will begin accepting proposals in response to this solicitation on March 3, 2003. 

Five DoD components will participate in the STTR 2003 solicitation: the Departments of the Army, Navy and Air Force; the Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency (DARPA) and t he Missile Defense Agency (MDA). The solicitation will list all the R&D topics under which DoD is seeking proposals, and will also contain detailed information on the parameters of the STTR Program and how to submit a proposal. 

On January 2, 2003, DoD will also release the names of the STTR solicitation topic authors and their phone numbers. This will give small companies an opportunity to ask technical questions about specific solicitation topics by telephone before they submit a proposal.
