The Homeland Security Advanced Research Projects Agency (HSARPA), the external funding arm of the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) Science and Technology Directorate will soon issue a Small Business Innovation Research (SBIR) Program Solicitation. The solicitation will be issued on or about 14 November 2003.   The purpose of this solicitation is to invite small businesses to submit innovative research proposals that address high priority requirements of the DHS. The solicitation will be issued through electronic means only; no hard copies will be available. 
The solicitation will list all the R&D topics under which HSARPA is seeking proposals. Small firms apply first for a six-month Phase I award of $60,000 to $100,000 to test the scientific, technical, and commercial merit of a particular concept. Proposals are limited to 25 pages in length. If Phase I proves successful, the firm may be invited to apply for a two-year Phase II award of $500,000 to $750,000 to further develop the concept, usually to the prototype stage.

--  DoD Solicitation Changes and Announcements

Since the Department of Defense (DoD) released their 2004.1 SBIR Solicitation on October 1, the following changes have taken place:
1) The Air Force has added 21 topics to their topics list.  The topic numbers not appearing in the original version are: 063, 132, 135, 138, 149, 203, 206, 208, 227, 228, 229, 230, 231, 236, 243, 248, 255, 264, 279, 289, and 298.   
Other Component topics may change before DoD begins accepting proposals on December 1, so it is a good idea to re-visit the topic lists periodically.  The SBIR Gateway (http://www.zyn.com/sbir) offers a service that notifies you if any DoD SBIR topics are cancelled.  Connect to http://www.zyn.com/sbir/bnews.htm#dod04-3 to submit your email address.
2) The National Imagery and Mapping Agency (NIMA) has made changes to their SBIR 04.1 proposal submission instructions and topic.  Briefly, the changes are: (1) a change in the evaluation process, (2) removing the requirement for a hard copy of the proposal mailed to NIMA, and (3) a word change in the topic. 1. Prepared bibliographies (OLTIPS) for the SBIR solicitation topics.

2. Free hard copy of documents, bibliographies, or current awareness services.

3. Systematic identification/verification of SBIR topic author reference citations.

4. A DTIC-maintained Web page of HBCU/MI resources.

5. A direct outreach program.

SBIR users will continue to have:

1. Free access to the online technical databases.

2. Free download of full-text technical reports.

3. Ability to get free electronic current awareness alerts based on personal interest profiles.

4. Ability to register for, and receive public release information, including document identification, search strategy assistance and hard copy documents. Established fees will apply for all chargeable services.
