--  DoD FY04.4 SBIR Modifications
Since the DoD issued the FY04.4 SBIR solicitation for public release on August 2, 2004, the following list of modifications have been posted on the DoD SBIR/STTR web site at www.acq.osd.mil/sadbu/sbir:

MDA has added the following statement to topic number MDA04-135.  The technology within this topic is restricted under the International Traffic in Arms Regulation (ITAR), which controls the export and import of defense-related material and services. Offerors must disclose any proposed use of foreign nationals, their country of origin, and what tasks each would accomplish in the statement of work in accordance with section 3.5.b.(7) of the solicitation. MDA will now allow a $50,000 option for a period of 6 months on Phase I proposals.  The base remains at not to exceed $100,000. The total value of a Phase I with option is not to exceed $150,000.  Posted - September 14, 2004
