The Department of Transportation (DOT) released their 2003 SBIR Solicitation on February 14th.  The solicitation is available for viewing and/or downloading in both WORD and PDF file formats at the DOT SBIR web site (http://www.volpe.dot.gov/sbir/).  The web site also includes a Helpful Hints and Basic Information page; links to solicitation information for the past four years including Phase I and II award winners; and a Frequently Asked Questions page for general US DOT SBIR inquiries.

It is estimated that during Fiscal Year 2003, DOT will award approximately 9 Phase I contracts with an anticipated potential maximum of 10 awards.  All Phase I awards will be firm fixed-price contracts and may be up to $100,000 each unless otherwise noted. Phase II awards anticipate cost-plus-fixed-fee contracts with a value of up to $750,000 each unless otherwise noted.  The solicitation closing date is May 1, 2003.

--  FAST & ROP Funding in Jeapordy

Congress Eliminates FAST & ROP Funding: Congress passed the Omnibus FY2003 appropriations bill on February 13, 2003 with no mention of either the Federal and State Technology Partnership (FAST) or Rural Outreach Program (ROP). These programs are currently operating on FY2002 funds and are set to expire at the end of the fiscal year, September 30, 2003. Many believed that the small amount of funding for these programs was safe. It is not known why the programs were eliminated from the FY2003 budget, but many state officials and intermediaries are looking at alternative ways to save them.
