--  NSF FY2002 SBIR/STTR Solicitation Now Accepting Proposals

The National Science Foundation (NSF) SBIR/STTR Solicitation for FY2002 opened March 1, 2002 for the topics of Advanced Materials and Manufacturing Systems  (AM) and Information-Based Technologies (IT).  Proposals are due June 12, 2002.  Proposals for Biotechnology (BT) and Electronics (EL) will be accepted October 1, and will be due January 22, 2002.

Under this solicitation, proposals may be submitted for funding up to $100,000. SBIR projects run for 6 months and STTR projects for 12 months.  NSF expects to award approximately 110 grants (including STTR) from the June submission and approximately 110 Phase I grants (including STTR) from the January submission. Anticipated award notification is six months from the proposal submission deadline date.

--  DoD FY2002 STTR Solicitation Now Accepting Proposals

The Department of Defense (DoD) began accepting proposals for the 2002 STTR Solicitation on March 1, 2002.  The deadline for receipt of proposals at the DOD Components by 3:00 p.m. local time is April 17, 2002.  The FY02 STTR solicitation is available as a series of files in either PDF or MS Word formats on the DoD SBIR/STTR web site:  http://www.acq.osd.mil/sadbu/sbir/. 

Direct communication between proposers and topic authors is no longer allowed, however, proposers may still submit written questions about solicitation topics through the SBIR/STTR Interactive Topic Information System (SITIS), in which the questioner and respondent remain anonymous and all questions and answers are posted electronically for general viewing until the solicitation closes.
