On March 4, the Department of Defense (DoD) began accepting proposals again for the 2003.1 SBIR Solicitation.   Visitors to the DoD SBIR/STTR web site (http://www.acq.osd.mil/sadbu/sbir/) are welcomed with the following notice which is posted below for your convenience:

DoD 2003.1 SBIR Solicitation will reopen for receipt of proposals and proposal modifications at 6:00 AM Eastern Standard Time (EST) March 4, 2003 and will close at 6:00 AM EST, March 25, 2003. 

NOTE: Proposals received after the specified due date and time shall be governed by the provisions of FAR 52.215-1(c)(3). Submissions must include the proposal cover sheets, technical proposal, Company Commercialization Report, and cost proposal to be considered a proposal. Proposals must be submitted via the DOD SBIR website at http://www.dodsbir.net/submission following the instructions contained in the solicitation, including the instructions specified in the solicitation for the DoD component to which you are applying.  Offerors who have previously submitted proposals through the DoD SBIR website may confirm that their proposals are complete as submitted and/or make changes as necessary. 

You do not need to resubmit your proposal if it is complete, you do not wish to revise it, and it was submitted in accordance with the solicitation instructions. Only complete proposals submitted through the DoD SBIR website in accordance with the solicitation, including DoD component instructions specified in the solicitation, before the closing time will be considered for award.

--  DoD 2003 STTR Solicitation is now Open 

On March 3, DoD began accepting proposals for the 2003 STTR solicitation.  The deadline for receipt of proposals at the DOD Components is 5:00 p.m. EST on April 16, 2003.  The solicitation is available in electronic format only from the DoD SBIR/STTR Website at http://www.acq.osd.mil/sadbu/sbir/.  The program solicitation and solicitation topic documents that include component-specific are available in the following formats:  HTML, PDF, and MS WORD.

Keep in mind that the STTR Proposal Cover Sheets and Company Commercialization Reports must be prepared and submitted electronically through the DoD SBIR/STTR Electronic Submission Web Site http://www.dodsbir.net/submission/.  Also, you may no longer talk directly with the Topic Authors to ask technical questions about the topics.  However, proposers may still submit written questions about solicitation topics through the SBIR/STTR Interactive Topic Information System (SITIS), in which the questioner and respondent remain anonymous and all questions and answers are posted electronically for general viewing until the solicitation closes. All proposers are advised to monitor SITIS (03 Q&A) during the solicitation period for questions and answers, and other significant information, relevant to the STTR 03 topic under which they are proposing.

--  ED SBIR FY 2003 Contract Solicitation Released, Grant Delayed

The Department of Education (ED) released the FY 2003 Small Business Innovation Research (SBIR) Phase I Contract Solicitation on March 5.  The closing date is May 5, 2003.  For FY 2003, ED anticipates making approximately 2 contract awards in amounts up to $75,000.  Phase II awards will be available in amounts up to $300,000.

For fiscal year 2003, ED has selected one (1) technical topic for the Office of Safe and Drug-Free Schools (OSDFS).  It is:

Development or Adaptation of Computer or Virtual Training-Based Instructional Materials That Will Assist Elementary and/or Secondary School Personnel to Plan For and Respond to Various Types of Disasters

--  NSF 2003 SBIR/STTR Program Solicitation Released

The National Science Foundation (NSF) released the 2003 SBIR/STTR solicitation on February 28, 2003, however, they will not begin accepting proposals until May 12, at which time you may submit a proposal for the topic areas of Information-Based Technologies (IT) and Electronics (EL) topics.  Proposals for these topics will be due June 12, 2003.  

Descriptions for the topics of Advanced Materials (AM) and Biotechnology (BT) will be released on October 1, and proposals may be submitted December 20, 2003, with a closing date of January 20, 2004.  

NSF has formulated the four broad solicitation topics (IT, EL, AM, and BT) for SBIR/STTR that conform to the high-technology investment sector's interest, and these four remain the same as last year’s solicitation, however, NSF indicates that substantive revisions to sub-topics under these four technology areas have been made.  

The Electronics (EL) topic has alphabetically designated subtopics grouped in three broad areas of interest, Detectors, Sensors, Instruments, and Systems, Electronic Materials, and Microelectronics Manufacturing.
