The deadline for receipt of proposals at the DOD Components by 5:00 p.m. EST on April 16, 2003.  Remember that all STTR Proposal Cover Sheets and Company Commercialization Reports must be prepared and submitted electronically through the DoD SBIR/STTR Electronic Submission Web Site (http://www.dodsbir.net/submission/), as described in Sections 3.0 and 6.0 of the program solicitation.  And remember that Section 6.3 indicates the following caution:  

“The solicitation deadline is firm and will not be extended. As the close date draws near, heavy traffic on the web server may cause delays. Plan ahead and leave ample time to prepare and submit your proposal. Offerors bear the risk of website inaccessibility due to heavy usage in the final hours before the solicitation closing time.”
