--  DoD SBIR 03.2 Solicitation Released

The Department of Defense (DoD) issued their SBIR 03.2 solicitation for public release on May 1, 2003.  DoD will begin accepting proposals on July 1, 2003.  The deadline for receipt of proposals is August 14, 2003.  All DoD SBIR and STTR solicitations are available in electronic format only from the DoD SBIR/STTR Website at www.acq.osd.mil/sadbu/sbir, or the DoD SBIR Resource Center at www.sbirsttr.com.  The program solicitation and solicitation topic files for the participating DoD Components are available to view and/or download from the site in HTML, PDF, or MS Word file formats.

There are 368 topics (243 Army; 71 Navy; 26 DARPA, 20 OSD, and 8 SOCOM) for this solicitation.  To identify a topic of interest, you can either browse through each of the component topic files, or visit the DoD Topic Search website (www.dodsbir.net/Topics/Default.asp) to find topics by keyword across all DoD components participating in this solicitation.  The SBIR Gateway web site at www.zyn.com/sbir also has a search service for open SBIR/STTR solicitation topics.  The DoD solicitation topics will be included in the Zyn Topic Search Engine by May 13, 2003. 
Between May 1 and June 30, 2003, you may talk directly with the Topic Authors to ask technical questions about the topics.  Proposers may also submit written questions about solicitation topics through the SBIR/STTR Interactive Topic Information System (SITIS; see http://www.acq.osd.mil/sadbu/sbir/solicitations/sitis.htm), in which the questioner and respondent remain anonymous and all questions and answers are posted electronically for general viewing until the solicitation closes.  All proposers are advised to monitor SITIS (03.2 Q&A) during the solicitation period for questions and answers, and other significant information, relevant to the SBIR 03.2 topic under which they are proposing.
