--  Policy change on SBIR subcontracting

In June, the U.S. Small Business Administration proposed a Policy Directive that, in effect, would restrict small businesses from partnering with U.S. Department of Energy national laboratories on Small Business Innovation Research (SBIR) projects.  Small businesses could request a waiver to work with government labs, but only after SBIR awardees are selected.  

The Office of Management and Budget is expected to take action on the policy change soon.  Small businesses that wish to comment on this proposed change should contact the appropriate officials by the week of July 8.

The U.S. Small Business Administration (SBA) plans to provide Federal Assistance, in the form of up to 27 Cooperative Agreements under this Program Announcement, to strengthen the technological competitiveness of small high technology business concerns in the States. All states are invited to participate, including the District of Columbia, Guam, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, the Virgin Islands and American Samoa. (See P.L. 106-554, The Consolidated Appropriations Act of 2001 for more information regarding the fifty (50) States and five (5) U.S. Territories.) 

(1) Awards will require non-federal matching funds. Matching funds will be based upon a proportion of Federal dollars to non-federal dollars and the ratios will directly correlate with State Rankings for Small Business Innovation Research Phase I and II Awards as defined in the Announcement. 

The desired impact of proposed services provided under this Program Announcement will be to further stimulate and encourage broader participation in Small Business Innovation Research (SBIR) and Small Business Technology Transfer (STTR) programs. The SBA anticipates award winners under this Program Announcement to implement state-wide programs that focus on increased numbers of small high technology businesses competing for and winning PHASE I and II awards. Assistance to be provided by Recipients under this Program Announcement shall include, but not be limited to outreach to small businesses, proposal writing, and establishing performance goals. 

The closing date for the Announcement is July 25, 2002, 4:00 P.M., Eastern Daylight Time, at the U.S. Small Business Administration, Office of Procurement & Grants Management (OPGM).
