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The Northwest Nanoscience and Nanotechnology Network - N4 is a free web-based set of tools and information designed to assist communication among those with an interest in the nanoscience and nanotechnologies in the northwest and to highlight northwest activities for those from outside the region.  Since N4 is listed as a regional initiative in the Regional, State and Local Initiatives in Nanotechnology report of the National Nanotechnology Initiative (www.nanoinitiatives.net) it provides a useful link for those seeking information about the nanoscience and nanotechnology activities in the northwest. The web-site is hosted by Pacific Northwest National Laboratory, but was set up with eleven founding institutions. The web-based tools are designed to allow and encourage registered participants to provide information about their activities either to the public, to a selected group, or to only specific individuals.  A wide variety of activities and resources from more than 15 institutions are currently included in the site.  There is a calendar of event, a listing of regional, national and world wide website, current papers are listed (as provided by the authors).  A secure working area that enables participants to transfer information to other selected participants as papers or proposals are developed.  Public, registered participant functions and the secure area can all be accessed through www.pnl.gov/nwnano.
