You are involved with VPP and Safety if you


use IOPS for your work


are involved with Job Planning Packages


use SBMS or serve on safety-related SBMS subject area committees or any other safety committees


have completed the Electronic Prep and Risk for your projects


you are familiar with your R2A2s.





Before starting out, leave a float plan with someone reliable.


Carry all safety equipment (e.g., life rings) required by federal and state law.


Ensure that personal floatation devices are worn by children and non-swimmers at all times. Make sure everyone on board wears them if conditions become hazardous.


Don’t operate the boat if you are fatigued, stressed, or intoxicated.


Travel at safe speeds, and give skiers a wide berth. (3J627)


Distribute weight evenly, especially on small boats.  Do not overload.


Post a lookout to avoid collisions.


Head for shore if weather turns bad.
