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April is Cancer Control Month 


The American Cancer Society recommends


a cancer-related checkup every 3 years for men and women aged 20 to 40 and every year for those 40 and over.  Checkups could include examinations for cancers of the mouth, thyroid, skin, lymph nodes, and testes.


a mammogram each year for women over 40.  Women should also perform monthly breast exams.


a colonoscopy every 10 years and a sigmoidoscopy every 5 years for men and women age 50 and older.


a PSA test each year beginning at age 50 and by younger men who are at high risk.  High risk includes men with a family history of cancer and African Americans.


a Pap smear test and pelvic examination annually for all adult women.

Results of VPP Program Evaluation


Not all workers feel empowered to address safety concerns.


The VPP Steering Committee needs to be formally recognized in a Management System as part of PNNL's operations.


A process has not been developed that ensures that managers are knowledgeable of their safety and health responsibilities and requirements.


Environment, Safety and Health (ES&H) roles, responsibilities, accountabilities, and authorities are not always included in staff salary development reviews.


The self-assessment and lessons learned processes should continue to be improved in terms of process, development, and communication. (39500)


Availability of ES&H expertise could be improved.


To resolve these findings, conditions have been assigned, and an action plan is being developed.
