Kids and Poison – A Deadly Mix





Children under the age of five are at most risk of poisoning, and more than 70% of poisonings involve substances used daily, such as lotions, shampoo, and detergents.


Keep toxic materials out of sight and reach and under lock and key.


Know the types of plants you have, and be prepared to tell the Poison Control Center what type of plant your child ate. (3K661)


Be cautious with iron – accidental overdose of iron is the leading cause of poisoning deaths among children under six.


Call the poison control center (1-800-222-1222) immediately if you suspect poisoning.  One exception:  If the child is unconscious, having seizures, or trouble breathing, call 911 first.
