Exhibit: Eight Criteria for Proceeding with Verbal Authorization Only


View Associated HDI Procedures
All of the following eight criteria must be met to perform a lockout and tagout (LOTO) without having specific written instructions for the authorized worker to follow. If the work activity does not meet all of these criteria, then written instructions are required.
· The machine or equipment has no potential for stored or residual energy or re-accumulation of stored energy after shutdown that could endanger staff.
· The machine or equipment has a single energy source that can be readily identified and isolated.

· The isolation and locking out of that energy source will completely de-energize and deactivate the machine or equipment.

· The machine or equipment is isolated from that energy source and locked out during servicing or maintenance.

· A single lockout device will achieve a locked-out condition.

· The lockout device is under the exclusive control of the authorized worker performing the servicing or maintenance (i.e., the key to the lockout device is in the possession of the authorized worker).

· The servicing or maintenance does not create hazards for other staff.

· No accidents have resulted from unexpected activation or re-energization of the machine or equipment during servicing or maintenance.
Note: Should an accident occur or a deficiency be identified that involves the failure to control hazardous energy, the controlling organization suspends the use of the above criteria related to that equipment Such suspension will be lifted only after corrections agreed to by the controlling organization and the LOTO subject matter expert are completed.
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
