Exhibit: Procedure for Temporary Lift of Lockout and Tagout Devices

View Associated HDI Procedures
One or more lockout and tagout devices may be temporarily lifted prior to the removal of all lockout and tagout (LOTO) devices. Work under the LOTO not related to the reason for the temporary lift must be suspended and associated authorized worker locks removed to accommodate the temporary lift. Consider other controls that may be necessary to protect workers or equipment during activities that require the temporary lift. 

The controlling organization approves all temporary lifts of LOTO devices. If the temporary lift is being performed under written instructions, note the isolation point, date and time of the temporary lift and when it is reinstalled on the Lockout and Tagout Temporary Lift Form (Word). Retain the Lockout and Tagout Temporary Lift Form with the written instructions. Completion of the Lockout and Tagout Temporary Lift Form is not required for authorized worker LOTO with verbal authorization.

Temporary removal of LOTO devices may be performed only if all of the following conditions are met:

1. Occurs only during the limited time necessary for testing and troubleshooting or for other situations authorized by the controlling organization and LOTO subject matter expert.

2. All staff members are in a safe location.

3. Equipment is cleared of tools and materials.

4. LOTO device is removed and retained for re-installation, if needed.

5. Affected workers are informed when equipment is being energized or de-energized.

6. If LOTO devices are reinstalled, perform a system isolation check for the isolation point that was lifted and authorized workers perform safe-to-work checks.
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
