Exhibit: Removal of Energy Control Devices of an Absent Authorized Worker

If the authorized worker is not available to remove a lock and tag and there is a compelling reason to remove the lock and tag that cannot be postponed until the authorized worker returns, the controlling organization initiates the following actions:

1. The immediate manager of the authorized worker makes a reasonable effort to reach and inform the authorized worker of the proposed action. A phone conversation with the authorized worker is considered adequate.

2. If the authorized worker can be reached, information on system status and any related hazards is obtained.

3. The immediate manager of the authorized worker and the building manager document the system status and conditions required for safe restart and any supplementary information and sign the Management Removal of Lockout and Tagout (Word) form to authorize removal of the authorized workers lock and tag devices.

4. The immediate manager notifies the authorized workers their lock and tag devices were removed upon their return to work.
5. A copy of the Management Removal of Lockout and Tagout form is provided to the lockout and tagout subject matter expert and to the authorized worker upon their return to work.
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
